Find out which pet is tops among
your students with this sentence-writing activ-
ity. On a sheet of story paper, have each young-
ster write whether she thinks cats or dogs are
better pets. Have her draw a picture to illustrate
her writing. Then draw a two-column chart on
the board and label one column for each type
of pet. Ask each student, in turn, to read her
sentences aloud and make a tally mark in the
appropriate column.Total the votes to deter-
mine which critter your students think is the
most “pet-acular”!
